A 60-plus-mile sidewalk and trail system connecting to The Ponds’ 1,100-

acre nature preserve will be phased in as development progresses. An early part of the system, 

however, linking the community trail head at the restored farmhouse to hundreds of acres of 

woods, pastures and ponds, is complete and in service.
